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Curbside Recycling

¢ Allrecyclable items should be placed loose
(not in any plastic bags) in your curbside cart or
when brought to a drop-off center.

* Visit our recycling website for further curbside
recycling information (see link on front cover).

* Unlike for garbage collection, Waste Connections
will collect any overflow recycling year-round!
However, any excess recycling still cannot be
placed in plastic bags. Paper bags, cardboard
boxes, or other containers clearly marked as
recycling are acceptable for containing your

Specialty Recycling

(neither the plastic wrap nor the absorbent
